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Testimony: Growing up on the streets of Harlem in New York City, | became
homeless at the age of nine years old after running away from an abusive
home. Growing up into a life of drugs and alcohol for 20 years | used crack
cocaine, until one day while sitting at a bus stop someone told me about Je-
sus and how much He loved me.

Today Masheila Taylor serves as President and founder of Sustaining Grace
outreach ministries, which was developed to carry out the great commission
to go ye therefore....

Evangelist Taylor was called to preach and teach the gospel of Jesus Christ a dynamic anointed
woman of God.

She answered the call after attending a women’s conference, where the Lord destroyed the yoke
of bondage in her life, she was delivered and set free. She is a student of Full gospel ministers
Bible College; she has served on the Pastoral staff as administrator and Pastoral secretary. De-
veloped and established an outreach food ministry, where she operated in her gifts of helps, dis-
tributing food to over 400 people each month. Evangelizing the lost and ministering to lost souls
by taking it to the street where she preaches the Gospel of Jesus Christ to the homeless.

She has walked through the fires of tribulation and has experienced the “Life of a gentile consid-
ered as “One Born out of season, she does not mind sharing a word of comfort and encourage-
ment with Gods people.

Both she and her husband have a powerful testimony ----proclaiming how they endured the trial
of battling with cocaine addiction, their testimony proves that the Lord is able to deliver and sus-
tain.
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Hello, | am Keely Daniels, a resident ok Kent in Ohio. | am the
mother of 4 children. Lydia age 7, Westin age 4, d@&rcy age 3, and
Elise my baby at 16 months. They are such a blessing. My husband
is Ryan, he is in the United States Navy, and has been since march
2001. We will have been married 7 years on July 14th of this
year! We®e been together since | was 12 and he was 14.

My husband and | grew up in church, he in a United Methodist,

and myself in a Catholic church. We both decided that church wasn®
for us the older we got. | started to dabble in wiccan things like tarot cards and palm reading and
playing dungeons and dragons. We had many hard times and deep depression and panic attacks
plagued me constantly. Sometimes | couldn®go out of the house without my husband. All the
while my oldest daughter Lydia was begging us to take her to church, as she remembered us doing
in Ohio before we moved out of state for the Navy. Things were almost as bad as | can imagine
them getting for us......I thought life couldn®get much worse. | went from doctor to counselor and
back many times trying to find the right meds for my panic attacks. We were surrounded by Chris-
tians on base though, it seemed we couldn®get away from them. They were very nice to only pre-
sent their opinion and not force things on us. We thought they we all CRAZY!!l LOL! But then.....
my friend had a baby shower at her church.....an | went.....and everyone there was so kind and
non-judgmental, even though | have tattoos and a pierced lip, and had at the time black and red
hair. And | was even wearing a marlynn manson t-shirt! | thought for sure they would not like
me! But that® not what happened! Praise God for that place! And everything after that was up-
hilll  We started going to church there that very weekend, we had never been to a contemporary
service and we both LOVE music, so we were hooked! God had us!

We got saved together on the same day in Feb. 2005 and got baptized on April 9th with our
daughter Lydia! Shortly after that somewhere in June ©5 | felt called to be a pastor. | felt God tell
me to move back from Virginia to Ohio to go to a pastoral program going on at my cousin® church,
a Full Gospel church (different Full Gospel though but same doctrine). Then soon after | moved
up here and started classes to be ordained, our pastor fell into sin, and was put in jail. | wasn®
sure what to do, but | knew God had a plan for me anyways! And a couple of weeks later, after
looking at who knows how many online programs, | found Full Gospel Restoration Churches and
Ministers! | thought it was too good to be true, but | was wrong it was even better. After my first
conversation with Bishop Tice, | KNEW this was God® answer for me! And | don®regret it for
sure! | am so blessed by God and by all the people of this organization and cannot wait to be a
pastor under FGRCM!

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The Importance of ‘Difference’ for the Great Commission

Today | want to take you back about 1,900 years. The New Testament Church, the Apostles work, their
struggles, their teachings. | want to dive into an awesome narrative of the early church after | give you a brief
introduction. Why the early church? We learn from history. And the history of the early church isthe history
that we should take a close ook at.

Did you know, one of the reasons people regject the Bible as the infallible Word of God is they cannot relate
to what is written and they think the accounts written in the Bible have nothing to do with the way they live
today. Their problems, struggles.... etc. They cannot relate to the ancient cultures, how the people lived thou-
sands of years ago. So you see, we have a problem. If we cannot make the Holy Words written in the Holy
Book relevant to unbelievers we have failed in our efforts to fulfill the great commission. We have afive fold
ministry for areason. To put it into the Words of the Apostle Paul:

Each and everyone in the five-fold hasit’s specia purpose. To speak to a congregation of born again Chris-
tians about revival, turning away from religious thinking, going back to basicsis necessary in these last days.
The Church needs revival; need to give way to the Holy Spirit instead of being lead by traditions.

But what about unbelievers? Speak to someone, who does not understand or believe in the accounts of the
Bible, about fire and brimstone and Heaven will surely loose his or her soul. Jesus rebuked the Pharisees and
Scribes harshly. Well He was talking to religious people. BUT He always had a gentle and soft rebuke, teach-
ing, and correction for those who did not know, for those who did not understand. His approach in his teach-
ings depended on the background of the people he spoke to.

So did the Apostle Peter and so did my personal favorite the Apostle Paul.

(Scripture reference ACTS 9,10 + 11)

As Dr. Peter Wagner put it in his Commentary on the book of Acts, The book of Acts should be read and un-
derstood as essentially amissiological document if we are to receive its maximum value for our lives and our
ministries.

In the days of the early church the Jews, even the Jews who believe in Jesus as the Mes-
siah, still obeyed the Law of Moses. In order to be accepted as a Jew, so called prose-
‘ ' ' / lytes, had to be circumcised. In Jewish believe outside of Judaism, salvation was not pos-

/ sible. Others who believed in Jehovah, obeyed the Sabbath but was not ready to take the
/\ last step and break all tiesto their gentile roots or cultures was called God-fearers. In the
synagogues the God-fearers had to congregate in separate places. There was no 100% ac-

ceptance. In those days it was even impossible for an orthodox Jew to enter into agen-
tiles home, or invite even a God-fearer into his. Needless to say that the God-fearers of
the first century was more open to hear the gospel and receiving Jesus as their Messiah.
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What we have hereis a cultural barrier. Religion. Tradition.

Now we can see how God used Peter to engage in cross-cultural evangelism. Peter until this point used to
minister in Judeawhat is called a monocultural ministry. To one culture only, in this case to the Jewish peo-
ple. But Peter’ s vision on the rooftop let him to go to Cornelius, the gentile' s house, pray with him, preach
and the Holy Spirit fell upon ‘all those that heard the Word'.

The point hereis that God wanted a Jewish Jew to break the barriers between Jews and gentiles. He did not
command the gentiles to change their culture and become 100 % Jewish. But He taught Peter that the Holy
Spirit will fall upon a gentile without laying on of hands, without the gentile being converted and circum-
cised. Different culture, different approach. Same result. Acceptance of Jesus as Messiah.

And yes later on, this caused adivision for awhile between Peter and Paul and ultimately lead to the famous
Jerusalem Counsel.

| will quote again from Dr. Wagner’s book: * Acts of the Holy Spirit’ (page 349)
The author is talking about contextualization

‘ The central missiological issueisthat of contextualisation. A Church is established on one of the world’s
ethne, the Greek word for “nations’. In obedience to Jesus, cross-cultural missionaries go out from one eth-
nos, or nation or people group, to another in order to plant churches. The new people group has its own cul-
ture, distinct from the culture of the sending church. At that point, the crucial questions of contextualisation
arise and they need to be dealt with case by case. In the new cultural context, what aspects of church life will
be different? Which theological principles of culture A are nonnegotiable and must be maintained in culture
B? Which theological principles, on the other hand need to be reformulated, reworded or refocused in order
to communicate true Christian beliefs to a different people group who have a different worldview? Will any
behavioral patterns be different on the mission field? What about music, Bible translations, church govern-
ment? What is essentially cultural and what is essentially Christian/biblical ?

groups do we have in the US alone? Do you know?

Can we truly accept the worship of Jesus Christ in adifferent form, offered by a different culture, different

then we are used to? What a people group or culture group struggles with in one part of the US may be com-

pletely different from what another cultural group is dealing with.

We need to start putting things into perspective and learn to understand cultural differences. It isnot easy all

thetime. Let’sjust look at the secular cultural differences. Racial differences. My husband is African —

American; my son is born in the heart of Brooklyn, New Y ork. Wow, from Germany to Brooklyn. What a
culture shock. But once | fell into the water | did not have a choice, but to learn how to
swim. | waswilling to learn, to see, to change points of view, and to accept differencesin

Born and raised in
Germany. Two major denominations. Protestant and Catholic. To explain to my grand-
mother what a Baptist or Pentecostal iswould take alifetime.

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speak. Sadly | must say, | do not remember a single word or scripture from this bible study. | always believed
in Jesus to be the Son of God, in His resurrection and His virgin birth.

Needlessto say | stopped going. BUT Through 2 awesome Preachers/ Teachers appearing on television,
God opened adoor for me, that not only brought salvation, my baptism in the Holy Spirit and understanding,
understanding and more understanding.

| found a hunger for the Lord and His Word that | never thought possible and found a great church that | till
attend today. | accepted the call that God placed on my life. It is my hearts desire to teach His Word with un-
derstanding, to care for those who are left out by society, restore the hurt and discouraged to their rightful
place alongside others in the kingdom of God.

Different People reach different people through different methods. | think that it is awesome that the televi-
sion mediais used by so many different great man and women of God to bring His message to so many.

We as the body of Christ need to learn to accept the differences not only in our fellow Christians, but also
that God is using different methods through different Preachers, Teachers, Apostles, Evangelists and Proph-
ets.
